
SUBSIDIZED RENT 
 
Rent is based on 30% of a family’s income, 
less various adjustments that may apply.  
Regardless of your income, your rent will 
not exceed the following maximum rents: 
 $490 for an efficiency apartment 
 $590 for a 1-bedroom apartment 
 $675 for a 2-bedroom apartment 

 
 

 
 

PREFERENCES 
 

Eligible applicants are generally offered 
housing in the order in which their 
applications are completed. However, you 
may be housed ahead of others if you: 
 Have a family of the most appropriate 

size for the vacant apartment. 
 Live, work, or have been hired to work 

in Genesee County. 
 Have been displaced by a recognized 

natural disaster.

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ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS 
 
Income: 
Your annual family income must not 
exceed: 
 $34,300 for a family of 1 
 $39,200 for a family of 2 
 $44,100 for a family of 3 

 
Age: 
Unless you are disabled, you must be at least 
age 62. Applicants between age 50 and 62 
may be admitted only after older applicants 
are accommodated. 
   
Suitability: 
For the protection of our current residents, 
applicants must: 
 Pass a criminal records check 
 Not abuse drugs or alcohol 
 Verify employment history 
 Pass a credit check, especially 

concerning rent and utility payment 
history 

 Demonstrate an ability to abide by the 
lease and maintain housing in a decent 
and safe condition 

 Sex offenders, current drug and alcohol 
abusers, and those who owe any money 
to any subsidized housing are not 
admitted. 

 
Applicants must also verify income and 
assets and renters must provide satisfactory 
landlord references.
